•	 Authors should follow Chicago Manual of Style (18th edition) in prepar-

ing their manuscripts, and endnotes should be numbered within the 
text in accordance with the format given in the Chicago Manual of Style. 
Manuscripts that are not appropriately formatted will be returned for 
resubmission.

•	 No editorial consideration will be given to manuscripts that have been 
published elsewhere or are under consideration for publication elsewhere.

•	 The Editor usually assigns book reviews for the Journal. If any author 
is willing to review a book for the Journal, please send an e-mail to 
jaeediting@gmail.com.
